1. Refer to WARNINGS prior to installation.
2. Install as close to the point of use as possible.

3. Unit must be installed with the flow in the direction of the flow arrow on
the body cover and with bowl down.
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. Avoid using reducing bushings, couplings, etc., whenever possible

to install this product. These devices restrict air flow and can affect
performance.

. Do not install this product in any application where the pressure drop
